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The ultimate goal of this project is to produce interactive virtual models of historic theatres representing the major developments in Theatre production and presentation through their effect on stage space, theatre architecture, and production techniques.  The targeted outcome of the project is a collection of digital theatres that can be used as educational tools in Theatre appreciation classes as well as Theatre History and Theatre Design.  The virtual models  will enable the exploration of spatial relationships and architectural details and a first hand look at their effect on the aesthetics of theatrical presentations, thus providing historical perspective from the point of view of audience and theatre practitioner alike.





Initial work is underway to translate several theatres into CAD (2D) and 3D visualization environments and to build a web page for each theatre that includes a simple wire frame model and a 360 degree photo montage of the stage and auditorium with a description of the theatre’s importance in the project.  The second stage is to develop a protocol  for creating interactive models by interfacing a combination of existing CADD and animation programs. 





The current catalogue of theatres includes historically significant structures in and around Virginia as well as several sites visited in Italy and Spain as part of the  summer 2004 Theatre in the Renaissance seminar  made possible through the  International Study Abroad program.
