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Asperger’s Syndrome

· Asperger’s syndrome (also referred to as AS) is a subtype of Pervasive Development Disorders.

· Language and communication skills impairment are symptoms of AS, however motor development delays are often the first symptoms noticed.

· Children with AS tend to be of average to above average intelligence.

· AS has a high comorbidity rate with disorders such as anxiety, depression, ADHD, OCD, and tic disorders.

· Diagnostic criteria for AS are included in the DSM-IV

· There are several treatment options currently available for AS:

· Medication

· Social-Behavioral Therapy

· SODA

· Cognitive-Behavioral Therapy

· Social skills instruction and social skills instruction with behavioral treatment

· Teaching Emotion Recognition
