Optional Exam Assignment
As you all know, most of your learning in this course takes place through our in-class discussions and your out-of-class reading, studying, and discussions with peers.  Additionally, while exams are traditionally thought of as evaluation tools, they can also serve as useful learning tools as well.  Rather than simply being provided with the correct answers, students that work to figure out the correct answers on their own typically learn more than students that don’t.  Therefore, I am providing this optional assignment for those of you who wish to potentially improve your exam grade and your understanding and retention of the material.

Here are the “rules”:

1. You must work on this assignment on your own.  This is meant as an opportunity for you to enrich your learning, not work with a partner to get more points on an exam.

2. You may use your textbook, readings, and your notes to work on the questions you answered incorrectly on the exam.  This means, you may not talk with others about the questions or solicit notes from someone else in the class about any items on the exam.  
3. For short answer questions: You may earn up to half of your missed points for each question.  For example, if you earned a 3/5 on a short answer question, you have the potential to earn 1 additional point on that question.

4. For multiple choice questions:  You may earn 1 additional point for each correctly answered question.  You will need to write a sentence or two (maximum) for each multiple choice question to explain what the correct answer is – don’t simply indicate the correct letter choice.
5. This assignment is due no later than class time on Wednesday, March 26th.  There will be no exceptions to this deadline.
