Group Research Project

The Group Research Project will give students the opportunity to explore an area of Abnormal Psychology that is of interest to them and provide the class with the most “ground-breaking” findings currently available.  Students will work in groups of two on this project and will be presenting their findings at the end of the semester via a group PowerPoint presentation to the class.  
Basic Guidelines

· Topic approval needs to take place by class time on Friday, February 1st.  
· Students should work as a team to create their final presentation (with both members contributing equally).  See Dr. Gotthard immediately, if your team is not working effectively.
· A final version of your Group Presentation needs to be copied into the “Psyc 213” folder on the T: drive by 5:00 pm on April 18th.  
Group Presentation
Three days will be set aside at the end of the semester for groups to present their findings to the class (see syllabus for specific dates).  Each group should create a PowerPoint presentation to present their findings.  The group presentation will be worth 15% of your final grade.  Your presentation should be approximately 15-20 minutes in length (be sure to practice ahead of time so you won’t go over your allotted time).  In your group presentation, you should:

· Provide a brief description of your topic (especially if it is one the class may not already be familiar with).
· Discuss the key points of your research, emphasizing any new information you uncovered (e.g., new therapies, medications, diagnostic criteria, etc.).

· Be prepared to answer questions from the class and Dr. Gotthard on your topic.

· Provide a typed handout for the class that covers the key aspects of your presentation (you may email this to Dr. Gotthard, so it can be posted on the Abnormal Psych website).

· clear, brief description of topic

· key points with emphasis on most current findings

· good job answering questions from class and Dr. Gotthard
